Conceived and curated by Elizabeth Kauffman, Empirical/Experimental promises to be one of the most intriguing 
exhibits yet presented at Manifest. Out of over a hundred entries by nearly fifty artists from seventeen states, a 
thorough jury and curatorial process selected fourteen works by thirteen artists from Indiana, Kansas, Kentucky, 
Maryland, Michigan, New Jersey, Ohio, Oregon, South Carolina, and Washington.

Sponsored in part by Summerfair Foundation and the Fine Arts Fund, Empirical/Experimental marks Manifest's first full 
year of exhibition programming. Appropriately the exhibit serves to punctuate, with exclamation, Manifest's mission of 
being a creative space where the visual art and design fields can mingle, and where new creative processes, 
concepts, and questions can be brought forward for consideration.
